Chief Dahlman went over some of the highlights of his report which was included in the Board 
packet:  
 

• EMS report: 
o 10 ambulance transports in August (7 of them interfacility transfers) 
o Ambulance transport dollars received FY 2025/2026 is $35,584 
o Tactical Billing has 62 transport billings in process 
o Sending 2 to collection from last year 

 

• Notable Monies received in August: 
o $  19,205  Ambulance collections 
o $    3,800  STR Inspections  
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o $    3,275  Highway Billing 
o $       255  Sale of Surplus items 
o $    1,180  Physicals reimbursement 
o $    1,200  Plan Review fees 

 

• Building and Equipment Maintenance: 
o B-16 is back in service. High pressure oil pump replaced and fuel system parts $4,812. 
o The 2009 Pierce Engine is coming back today, back in service tomorrow at Station 16 as 

the first-out engine. 
o Two of the garage door openers at Station 16 were replaced, the others are delayed. 

Replacement of damaged Station 15 garage door panels, insurance claim of $12,000, 
$2,000 deductible. 

o Roof replacement at Station 13 is underway. Several dry-rot spots, replaced some facia 
board and barge rafters. Several spots with skip-sheeting rotted; overlaying areas with 
3/8” plywood, still more being torn off. 

 

• Alarm Responses: 
o 325 alarm responses in August 2025, up from 320 alarms in August 2024; an increase of 

1%. 2,339 calls to date in 2025, up 2.6% from 2,279 this time last year. 
 

• Fire Incidents – last month high acuity incidents: 
o Possible motel fire ended up being a plastic chair too close to fireplace 
o Water rescue D-River 
o Flat Fire Conflagration, 5 personnel, billed OSFM $134,677 
o Very likely CPR save on 8/30 by B-Shift. Compliment from PWA paramedic 
o Motorcycle crash Siletz Hwy. MP 9, significant injury to rider 
o Gas leak on Hwy. 101 at N. 35th, closed the highway 
o Auto vs. Pedestrian near Siletz River bridge 

 

• Accounting/Audit update: 
o 2024/2025 audit is moving forward. FY 24-25 is closed, in-person meeting September 

18th. 
 

• New IT Provider: 
o Signed contract today with Fastech Solutions; they will manage all our IT security, 

website, email system, and looking at computer equipment replacement schedule. They 
will replace GenXSys.  

 

• Personnel and Hiring: 
o Two Full-time employees on probation. 
o Four Volunteer personnel in Temporary Positions that will end in two weeks. 
o Five Volunteers are in first-year training, three of them are water rescue only. Roster 

now has 18 active Volunteers and four Support Volunteers.  
o Three more in backgrounds (all firefighters)

o Backyard burning is closed, still getting violators. No major burn ban this year. Should 

open again October 15th.
